8. That on Jannary il, 2005, the Defendant was frund to be in contempt of Court for her
failure to satisfy the Plaintiff*s judgment as called for in the Judgment for Divorce, Based upon
this Court's finding of contemp;t against the Defendant. the Court granted to the Plaintiff a Hen
against the property in the amount of $22,981.21 (plus : nterest accruing at 8% per annum), and

That the Defendant, Jimice {(Corbin) Murray, was served with
process on January 28, 2005, and the retum theret; was 'iled on January 31, 2008,

28, 2005, with service of process completed on January 28, 2005, and filed for record on: January
31, 2095. That & Motion for Reconsideration was file: _by the Defendant on January 31, 2008,
and never having been brought on for hearing as of his date. That on Fsbruary 8, 2005, a

Consent Order was entered on the matters contained in ¢ 18 Petition for Citation of Contempt.
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11. That the Defendant, Janice (Corbin) Murray, re:ayed to Counsel for Plaintiff that she
could not afford a lawyer for this matter.

12. That as of the filing of the Complaint requesting fudicial Foreclosure, the Dafendant has
wholly and completely failed to satisfy that lien imposed 2y this Court as indicated above.

13. That W.E. “Sluggo” Davis, Clerk of and for th: DeSoto Comty Chancery Court, ag 2
special commissioner, and does further authorize said s ecial commissioner to sell the property
described above at a public auction, for cash, at such plice and on such notice as st required in
case of sales of land under execution at law.

14. That following the sale authorized above, the syecial commissioner shall make report
thereof in writing to the Court, stating the time and plac:: of the sale, thé name of the pufchascr,
and the ﬁmount of purchase money. The Court shall set he matter for hearing for the purpose of
1eviewing and confirming the terms of said sale, at wh. ch time tae special commissioner shall
s#t;'sfy the Court that the directions prescribed in thit. Order as well as the law have been
followed.

15. That all other matters such as the determinatior: of the special commissioner’s fee, the
expenses of sale and court costs, the award of reasonable attorney’s fee to the Plaintiff, the
